The government have also stated that students should test themselves at home after this 2-
week period. We will arrange for the prepared packs to be sent home with instructions. It is
expected that students will be fully aware of what to do with their test kit due to the guidance
they will have received whilst testing in school.

On returning to school students will continue to operate with caution and work within their
Bubble Zones as we did pre- lockdown. Infection rates are still high, and students will be
expected to cooperate with all COVID 19 safety measures until notified of any changes. Please
note, students will also be expected to wear a mask at all times, unless medically exempt.
It is important that they bring a mask to school each day.

Next Week:

We will continue with our remote learning next week, as normal, and on Monday for year 7, 8
and 9. However, 'Wellbeing Wednesday' is back by popular demand next Wednesday
afternoon. We have provided students with the opportunity to catch up, if they are in an
examination year group, or to try something different and have a change if they are in year 7,
8, 9 or 10. We have enlisted 3 experts. Mr Ward has emailed students the details today.
